first novel, Alexander’s Bridge, was published in 1912 to

\ XOONSNE RN novel, One of Ours, a feat that secured her place in the American literary
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RN ERINRRORY canon. Well after her death in 1947, Cather is remembered for her nostalgic
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RN RINRRORRY depiction of the pioneer spirit found throughout her vast collection of work.
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
